On April 11-14, Pennsylvania prisons gave another opportunity for Light of Hope to hold another
prison crusade at 19 different prisons in Pennsylvania.

The prison crusade started with an orientation where 250 volunteers, evangelists, and singing teams
that heeded the call of God gathered in one accord to get tuned up, discipled, and prepared for our
weekend mission. The afternoon rally allowed everyone to be together for a time of worship, lifting
our voices in praise to the One who was worthy of our praise. The anointed presence of Jesus was
evident, present, and irresistible throughout our time together, and by the end of the service, we found
ourselves basking in the presence of Jesus. The spiritually wounded found healing, the oppressed
were set free, and others were spiritually nourished for their mission ahead of them. Our time together
was a foretaste of heaven. Hallelujah to the Lamb of God!!

Seventy-five worship services were conducted throughout the weekend. Volunteers interacted with
the inmates through activities such as volleyball, basketball, soccer, and cornhole, which gave them a
broader opportunity for ministry.

Overall, the Holy Spirit moved throughout the weekend; many gave their lives to Jesus Christ for the
first time, and others rededicated their lives to Christ. Above all, we give God glory and praise for the
great things He has done and the highest honor and privilege of being able to labor together with Him
in Kingdom-building ministry.
